The nature of this project provides for the mixed use of several residential 
and light commercial development types on three existing parcels of land. 
Indentified as the East Parcel UPI# 64-3-85.3, the West Parcel UPI#64-3-
85.2 and the Hickory Hill Parcel UPI#64-3-82.  These uses include: 53 
carriage style condominiums and 6 apartment style condominiums on the 
East Parcel, 20 carriage style condominiums and 18 apartment style 
condominiums  with 11,360 square feet of commercial office and retail 
space on the West Parcel and future development of the Hickory Hill 
parcel for up to four single family homes.

Sewage from the condominium units will be collected by a conventional 
gravity sewer collection system designed and constructed in accordance 
with DEP guidelines. 
 

• The Hickey Hill parcel when subdivided and developed will flow by 
gravity to the West Parcel.  

• The West Parcel will require a small pumping station nominally 
sized for 9,000 gallons per day. The gravity sewer collection system 
and the pumping station will also be sized to provide a gravity 
connection for the adjacent Haldeman property. (Act 537 Planning 
for the Haldeman property will be addressed in the Area-Wide Act 
537 Special Study.)  

• The force main from the pumping station will convey to the gravity 
sewer collection system serving the East parcel.  

• The East parcel will convey off-site across the Chadds Ford West 
Associates property, this off-site gravity sewer will also be capable 
portions of the Chadds Ford West Associates and other properties 
consistent with the Area-Wide Act 537 Special Study.    

 
 
The pumping station will be designed and constructed in accordance with 
DEP guidelines, with a minimum pump flow rate to average flow rate ratio 
of 4.2:1in accordance with SERO draft guidance for pumping stations. 
   
All sewage facilities will be offered for dedication to Pennsbury Township. 
Pennsbury Township will be the permittee of these sewage facilities 
consistent with the Area-Wide Act 537 Special Study.   

 
4. Specify the projected population to be served and sewage flows in gpd 

and how these figures were calculated. Flow figures should be consistent 
with those found in DEP's Domestic Wastewater Facilities Manual. 
 
The estimated flows for the apartments, carriage homes and single family 
homes were provided by the Township to be consistent with the Area 
Wide Act 537 Special Study.  The estimated sewage flow of 10 gallon per 
day per person for office and retail workers is consistent with the Domestic 
Wastewater Facilities Manual and Pa Code 25§73.17(b).   
 
 

5. Describe the location of the discharge, disposal point or land application. 
  

The sewage treatment facilities will discharge to a land application system 
which includes an outfall to an existing pond, where any treated effluent 
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that cannot be infiltrated would be discharge. Consistent with the Area-
Wide Act 537 Special Study, the developer for the Penns Village project 
located at 510 Baltimore Pike will make land available for the proposed 
land application system. The existing pond discharges to Ring Run and as 
pointed out in the Township’s Act 537 Plan Ring Run is a minimal flow 
stream. While Ring Run is classified as a Warm Water and Migratory 
Fishery it is the Township’s desire infiltrate as much of the treated plant 
effluent as possible.

The gross area of the East and West Parcels is 19.781 acres.

The Hickory Hill Parcel is 3+ acres and is proposed for future 
development. Adequate sewage disposal capacity is being provided to 
serve this future phase of development. In addition, adjacent properties 
indentified as Haldeman UPI#64-3-85 and several other parcels to the 
east collectively known as Chadds Ford West Associates while not part of 
this project are presently served by on-lot sewage disposal systems. This 
project is consistent with the Area-Wide Act 537 Special Study. 
 
 

8. Provide information on any previous Act 537 planning completed for the 
site and any other information that the applicant believes is important for 
the Department’s review of the project. 
 
Pennsbury Township is in the process revising the Township’s Act 537 
Plan. It is understood that the area-wide Act 537 Planning must be 
approved before planning for this project is approved. These Sewage 
Facilities Planning Modules are also necessary to provide documentation 
and support for the Township’s area-wide planning efforts.
